Overview

There was one questionnaire for the Afrobarometer South Africa Survey 2006, which was a standard questionnaire for all the
South African Afrobarometer surveys and covered the following topics:

Economic questions addressed the past, present, and future of the country's and the respondent's economic condition,
whether great income disparities are fair, and whether encouraging people to start small businesses would create more jobs. 

Societal questions addressed how much trust could be placed in others, whether it is wise to plan ahead, whether everyone
should be responsible for themselves and their own success or failure, what characteristics respondents used to identify
themselves, whether it was easy to obtain assistance with securing food, water, schooling, and medical services, and by
what methods respondents secured food, water, news, information, and medical services. 

Background variables include age, home language, education, current employment status, employment history, family
financial situation over the last 12 months, monetary support system, whether a close friend or relative had died from AIDS,
language used in interview, sex, ethnicity, type of physical disability, if any, type of housing, location of interview and
respondent's attitude during interview.
